3.  The BAA reserves the right to provide the judge and audience with the Expected Progeny Differences (EPD) values, ultrasound data (collected by a certified
technician), scrotal circumference for bulls, weights and ratios for performance and weights with weight per-day of age. These performance figures can be repre-
sented in their entirety or any combination deemed necessary by the BAA.

4. All entries must be halter broke to lead. NO ADHESIVES may be used in fitting.

5. Heifers exhibited at 20 months of age or older (not females in the cow/calf class) must be accompanied by a certificate of pregnancy by a licensed veterinarian.
For heifers used in embryo transfer, a certificate of positive fertility issued by a licensed veterinarian must be available for inspection.

6.  Females born on or before August 31, 2008 must have a natural calf at side. Calf to be no more than 230 days of age by date of show. Calves from the cow/calf
class can be entered as individuals in the show.

7. Cowl/calf pairs are not eligible to compete for Grand or Reserve Grand Champion Heifer awards. (Exception-Ozark Empire Fair 4-H/FFA Supreme Champion
Rules.) Senior yearling females may show with calf at side and still be eligible for champion female.

8. Only bulls born on or after January 1, 2008 are eligible for show. Bulls exhibited at 14 months of age or older must have a positive semen test and a certificate to
that effect.
