The Ozark Em-
pire Fair will assume custody of the Top 3 Barrowsollowing the Gold Buckle Gala Auction. The barrovs will be loaded onto trailers immediately followirgy
the Auction and taken to slaughter.

Ozark Empire Fair Rules, Livestock Entry Rules, 4-Hand FFA District Rules and all portions of the Shav Ring Code of Ethics and Conduct apply.

NOMINATION & ENTRY: Exhibitors may nominate barrows for the show byrsitting a DNA sample(s) to the Ozark Empire Faivéstock Office by May 15.
A processing fee of $10 per barrow must accompheyDNA sample and is nonrefundalffell ownership of the animal must be established byvay 15. An ex-
hibitor may nominate three (3) barrows, but mayaflow two (2) barrows. Only one (1) barrow peribitbr will be allowed in the sale.

NOMINATION DOES NOT REPRESENT AN ENTRY.
All barrows must also be entered into the Ozark Emfe Fair on an official entry form with all fees paid as designated on the entry.
Entry Fee is $10. ENTRY DEADLINE IS JUNE 15.
LATE ENTRY FEE IS $10 + A LATE ENTRY FEE OF $10 FOR A TOTAL OF $20 PER ENTRY.

The exhibitor's 4-H Extension Staff personnel orAR&dvisormust sign the official Fair entry form. Entries maddine will be validated with the respective exten-
sion staff or FFA advisor, shortly after entry digael Any entries determined invalid will be retech No refund will be made.

HEALTH QUALITY ASSURANCE: Each exhibitor will be required to maintain a Hle&@uality Assurance record on each entry up uhgltime of exhibition at
the Ozark Empire Fair. This form will include alst history on the barrow as can best be detedhfrom the time the exhibitor took ownership of mimal, as
well as any veterinary treatments administeredbireow up until exhibition. This form must be comtigld and submitted upon check-in at the Fairgroondiuly 23.
All exhibitors must hold a quality assurance certifcate for at least one of the four species (beefwvime, lamb, goat) represented at the Gold Buckle Erava-
ganza. Certification does not have to be for the sameisgexhibited. All state recognized programs wdldccepted, including Show Me Quality Assurarigeal-

ity Assurance Certificate must be submitted to thdivestock office with a postmark date no later thanJune 15.

EARTAGS: Barrows must be identified with an OEF numberedpeayided in the nomination packet. Animals musirzvidually identified with the tag provided
in your DNA packet. The identification on the DNArd must exactly match the identification on thévai(s) entered. Any discrepancies at weigh-in Ww#l the
responsibility of the exhibitor and the animal ntzg/ disqualified from the show. Should additional ®Msting be allowed (only if approved by show cifils and
determined on an individual basis), the cost toetktgbitor will be $150 payable immediately by castcredit card only.

CHECK-IN: Upon arrival on the Fairgrounds, barrows will beighed to determine classes. Barrows must weighvdsst 230 and 290 Ibs. to be eligible. A 5-pound
allowance will be made on weight. Barrows will beighed only once. Underweight and overweight heiisshow in separate classes before judging dilelé
hogs. Underweight and overweight hogs are nott#égior Gold Buckle Gala Auction or to show for @hgions. Barrows must have been farrowed on or aéte. 1,
2010.The Ozark Empire Fair reserves the right to takeADiNine, blood and tissue samples on any andnathals. Stalls will be assigned by superintendents
FITTING AND GROOMING: See Section L (Show Ring Code of Ethics and Conduuder Livestock Rules found in Administration aadneral Rules.

SHOW PROCEDURE: Ozark Empire Fair 4-H/FFA dress code (t-shirtsuiegd. Once class winners are selected, any ewhitliait does not want to sell his/her
animal and relinquish all ownership rights, maypmout of the competition and will receive only piam monies determined by their class placing. Exbib must
declare their intent to participate in the selettd the top 3 barrows once their class is overcéexhibitors enter the ring for the champion dtivey will no longer
be able to pull out of the show and must sell thaimal if selected in the top 3.

DNA SAMPLES: DNA samples will be collected on the Top 3 Barrawmsl any other barrow or barrows as requested bw sifficials. These samples, along with
those submitted in May, will be analyzed. Should$amples taken in May, not match those taken dutie Fair, exhibitors, parents and guardians neagamned
from competing at future Gold Buckle Extravaganzasld Buckle Galas and the Ozark Empire Fair. Addilly, a violation of any published rule may disdjfy
entries, and premium, sale monies and salvage valuNOT be paid.

DRUG TESTING: Urine, blood, saliva and/or tissue samples may la¢staken from any barrow(s) to conduct testingafeaibolic steroids, diuretics, feed additives or
drug residues. A positive test will result in diatjfication, forfeiture of any premiums, sale manand salvage value and will ban the exhibitomglwith immediate
family members, from participating in the Ozark Hrag-air for three years.

SHOWMANSHIP: A swine showmanship contest will be held follagithe barrow show. Two winners will be selectaahfreach of the following age divisions:
Junior - 12 years and under; Intermediate - 137tgears, and Senior 18 years and over. Winnersqudlify for participation in the Round-Robin Shoamnship Con-
test.

GOLD BUCKLE GALA: Junior exhibitors with animals qualifying and safjiin the Gold Buckle Gala must take their own alithrough the sale ring. Animals
must remain under the exhibitor’s care and expensiésold. All participants in the auction warrahtt (1) the carcass of their animal complies g United States
Department of Agriculture Wholesome Meat Act anfitifor human consumption; (2) the carcass ofrtheimal contains no trace or residue of any illeyag or any
other substance not approved for administratiosutth animal; (3) the carcass of their animal rexveal evidence of any unethical fitting practicedafined by the
Ozark Empire Fair and (4) there exists no unusimalimstance that would materially diminish the \eabf such carcass (5) their animal meets the dieimand char-
acteristics of the species and sex in the divisiomhich they are exhibited. These warranties ésolute guarantees of the quality of the sale afénsarcass without
regard to the exhibitor's actual responsibilityfamlt.

VIOLATION OF PUBLISHED RULES: Exhibitors, parents and guardians may be banned émmpeting at future Gold Buckle Extravaganzadd®ackle Galas
and the Ozark Empire Fair for a violation of thédlghed 2010 Ozark Empire Fair and Gold Buckle &aiganza rules.
