The Ozark Empire
Fair will assume custody of the Top 8 Steers follomg the Gold Buckle Gala Auction. The steers will b loaded onto trailers immediately following the Ag-
tion and taken to slaughter.

NOMINATION & ENTRY: Exhibitors may nominate steers for the show Hynsitting a DNA sample(s) to the Ozark Empire Fairdstock Office by April 15,
2010. A processing fee of $10 per steer must acaognthe DNA sample and is nonrefundableull ownership of the animal must be established bypril 15.
An exhibitor may nominate three (3) steers, but mily show two (2) animals. Only one (1) steer @dribitor will be allowed in the sale.

NOMINATION DOES NOT REPRESENT AN ENTRY.
All steers must also be entered into the Ozark Empé Fair on an official entry form with all fees paid as designated on the entry.
Entry Fee is $50. ENTRY DEADLINE IS JUNE 15.

LATE ENTRY FEE IS $50 + A LATE ENTRY FEE OF $50 FOR A TOTAL OF $100 PER ENTRY.

The exhibitor's 4-H Extension Staff personnel oAR&dvisor must sign the official Fair entry form. Entries maddina will be validated with the respective exten-
sion staff or FFA advisor, shortly after entry diégael Any entries determined invalid will be retech No refund will be made.

HEALTH QUALITY ASSURANCE: Each exhibitor will be required to maintain a Hie&@uality Assurance record on each entry up uhéltime of exhibition at
the Ozark Empire Fair. This form will include atst history on the steer as can best be deterrfrioedthe time the exhibitor took ownership of #r@mal, as well
as any veterinary treatments administered the sggemtil exhibition. This form must be completemiassubmitted upon check-in at the Fairgrounds dy 28. All
exhibitors must hold a quality assurance certifica¢ for at least one of the four species (beef, swjlamb, goat) represented at the Gold Buckle Extraa-
ganza. Certification does not have to be for the same isgeexhibited. All state recognized programs wéldccepted, including Show Me Quality Assurance. An
exhibitor’s identification number or a record oftéfécation must be included with the Health QuglAssurance form submitted in July. Informationtba Missouri
Beef Quality Assurance Program, as well as the wriaamd self-test, is available at www.mocattle.ordy contacting the Missouri Cattlemen’s Assdomagt 2306
Bluff Creek Drive, #100, Columbia, MO 65201; 573949162. Quality Assurance Certificate must be submitted tahe livestock office with a postmark date no
later than June 15.

EAR TAGS: Calves must be identified with an OEF numberedptayided in the nomination packet. Animals musirsividually identified with the tag provided
in your DNA packet. The identification on the DNArd must exactly match the identification on tharel(s) entered. Any discrepancies at weigh-in wél the
responsibility of the exhibitor and the animal nisg/disqualified from the show. Should additional ®Msting be allowed (only if approved by show cifils and
determined on an individual basis), the cost toetktgbitor will be $150 payable immediately by castcredit card only.

CHECK-IN: Upon arrival on the Fairgrounds, steers will beighed to determine classes. Steers will be weigimdygl once. Weights between 900 and 1400 Ibs.
will be eligible. Steers will also be mouthed asttime and must have all temporary incisors ircelaith no evidence of permanent teeth showingerSteust have
been calved since January 1, 2009. The Ozark ErRpiraeserves the right to take DNA, urine, bleodl tissue samples on any and all animals.

CLASSES: Classes will be broken based on weight with c&ss to be no larger than 10 head.

FITTING & GROOMING: See Section L (Show Ring Code of Ethics and Conduder Livestock Rules found in Administration &&dneral Rules.

SHOW PROCEDURE: Ozark Empire Fair 4-H/FFA dress code (t-shirtsjuregfl. Once class winners are selected, any erhitiiit does not want to sell his/her
animal and relinquish all ownership rights, mayponit of the competition and will receive only piam monies determined by their class placing. Exbib must
declare their intent to participate in the selattid the top eight steers once their class is o@eice exhibitors enter the ring for the champiawelthey will no
longer be able to pull out of the show and musdttelr animal if selected in the top eight.

DNA SAMPLES: DNA samples will be collected on the Top Eightesteand any other steer or steers as requesteloly afficials. These samples, along with
those submitted in April, will be analyzed. Sho8lA samples taken in April, not match those takenry the Fair, exhibitors, parents and guardiarmy ime
banned from competing at future Gold Buckle Extgarezas, Gold Buckle Galas and the Ozark Empire Raiditionally, a violation of any published ruleam
disqualify entries, and premium, sale monies ahéage value will NOT be paid.

DRUG TESTING: Urine, blood, saliva and/or tissue samples may béstaken from any steer(s) to conduct testin@f@bolic steroids, diuretics, feed additives or
drug residues. A positive test will result in diatjfication, forfeiture of any premiums, sale mannd salvage value and will ban the exhibitomglwith immedi-
ate family members, from participating in the Oz&rkpire Fair for three years.

SHOWMANSHIP: A beef showmanship contest will be held followihg Commercial Heifer show. Two winners will béested from each of the following age
divisions: Junior - 12 years and under; Intermiedial 3 to 17 years, and Senior 18 years and owénners will qualify for participation in the RodrRobin Show-
manship Contest.
