1. Hams must be cured country style. 
2. Weight: 10-22 lbs. 
3. Competition is open to 4-H and FFA members eligible to participate 

in the Ozark Empire Fair. (See 4-H/FFA Rules) Each member may 
show no more than 2 hams. 

4. Hams must be checked in at the E*Plex Lobby by noon, Friday, July 
24. Hams will be judged July 23 and remain on display for the Fair 
through Sunday, Aug. 8. 

5. Hams must be picked up between 9 and 11 a.m., Monday,  Aug. 9.  
6. Hams will be judged on the Danish System, with the following pre-

miums to be paid: Blue, $4; Red, $3 and White, $2. 
7. A Grand and Reserve Grand Champion will be selected in each the 4-

H and FFA Divisions. All four hams will be sold in the Gold Buckle 
Gala Auction  on Monday, July 26. 

8. The top four hams (4-H Grand and Reserve Grand Champion and 
FFA Grand and Reserve Grand Champion) will sell in the Gold 
Buckle Gala for a minimum of $100 each. Should a ham reach the 
sale price of more than $100, all funds over $100 will be split 50-50 
between the exhibitor and the Foundation.

An Open Class is offered to anyone not eligible to participate in the 4-H/
FFA Division. Entry fee is $5 per ham and payable upon check-in on Fri-
day morning, July 23. Premiums will be paid as follows:

ELIGIBILITY:   4-H:  Only 4-H members from Barry, Barton, Bates, Benton, Camden, Cedar, Christian, Dade, Dallas, Douglas, 
Greene, Hickory, Jasper, Laclede, Lawrence, McDonald, Miller, Morgan, Newton, Polk, Pulaski, St. Clair, Stone, Taney, Vernon, 
Webster and Wright Counties are eligible to compete. FFA: Only members of FFA Chapters in schools located in the Southwest 
FFA District are eligible to compete. 
1. Show is open to any ewe born between January 1, 2009  and  April 30, 2010 
2. Exhibitor must have owned animal since June 1, 2010. 
3. All ewes will be weighed and ultrasound data collected. 
4. Classes will be determined by weight. 
5. No animal shown in this division will be eligible for breeding or market classes offered during the 2010 Gold Buckle Extrava-

ganza and Ozark Empire Fair. 
6. All ewes should be entered into Class Y1400 in the Youth Gold Buckle Extravaganza Market Shows Department.  Please desig-

nate Wether Dam as breed on entry form. Entry must be made on an official Ozark Empire Fair Sheep entry form available 
online at www.ozarkempirefair.com or through the online entry process at ozarkempirefair.com. Entry fee is $10.00.  Entry 
deadline is June 15. No admission or parking will be charged during the Gold Buckle Extravaganza Weekend.
